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Fyodor GOLOVIN

State Duma Chairman
(February — June 1907)

Fyodor Golovin was born into a noble family in the Moscow Province
on December 21st, 1867 (presumed). He graduated the Moscow
University law school in 1891 and spent three years working as an arbi-
trator (1893-96). In 1893 Golovin was elected deputy to the Dmitrov
District zemstvo (local self-government assembly), becoming one of the
nobility representatives in this multy-estate body. In 1896 he was elect-
ed deputy to the Moscow Province zemstvo. He was also appointed
Secretary of the provincial zemstvo. In 1893 Mr. Golovin became a staff
member of the Moscow Province self-government council, heading its
Insurance Department. In 1902—-1905 Mr. Golovin participated actively in
the all-Russian zemstvo congresses and was appointed Secretary of
one of these congresses. In 1904—1907 he managed three positions
simultaneously, being Chairman of the Moscow Province zemstvo coun-
cil, an honorary arbitrator, and member of the Constitutional Democrats'
Party leadership.

In 1907 Golovin was elected deputy to the Second State Duma, rep-
resenting the Moscow Province in the lower chamber of the Russian par-
liament. From February to June 1907 he presided in the Second State
Duma as Chairman, and in the fall of 1907 he was elected deputy to the
Third State Duma. In October 1910 Mr. Golovin took to business and
gave up his deputy mandate, having received a railroad concession.

In 1914-1917 he was actively involved in the Cities' Union.

On March 8th, 1917, Golovin was appointed Commissar of the
Provisional Government to head the former Ministry of the Royal Court
and Estates. In July — August 1921 Golovin patrticipated in the All-
Russian Committee for Help to the Starving. Later, he worked in Soviet
governing bodies. In 1937 Fyodor Golovin was arrested on the charges
of participating in an anti-Soviet secret organization. He was found guilty
by an NKVD* express tribunal and executed by a firing squad on
November 21st, 1937. Fyodor Golovin was cleared of charges posthu-
mously in 1989.

Boris GRYZLOV

State Duma Chairman
(December 2003 — present time)

Boris Gryzlov was born in Vladivostok on December 15th, 1950. His
father was a military pilot, a World War Two veteran, and his mother was
a school teacher. In 1954 the family moved to Leningrad, where their
father was transferred. Boris entered a specialized Physics and Math
high-school in Leningrad, which he later graduated with honors. In 1973
he graduated the Leningrad Electrical Engineering and Communications
Institute, majoring in radio engineering for space communications.
Mr. Gryzlov spent several years working as an engineer for the All-Union
Research-and-Development Institute for High-Capacity Radio
Engineering. In 1977 he joined the Electronpribor electrical engineering
corporation, where he worked until 1996, rising in ranks from Senior
Designer to Head of a major department. He specialized in developing
IC chips for military and industrial purposes. In 1996 Mr. Gryzlov was
appointed Principal of the Baltic State Technical University's New
Technologies Center. In 1999 he was elected President of the
Interregional Foundation for Business Cooperation (based in
St. Petersburg).

In October 1999 Mr. Gryzlov became head of the Unity / Bear politi-
cal movement's regional branch in St. Petersburg. On May 27th, 2000,
he was elected Chairman of the Unity party's Political Council. On
November 20th, 2002, he was elected Chairman of the United Russia
party's Supreme Council, and in November 2004, he became Chairman
of the United Russia party. Mr. Gryzlov was deputy to the State Duma
from December 1999 to March 2001, and on January 12th, 2000, he
became head of the Unity party's parliamentary faction. On March
28th, 2001, Mr. Gryzlov was appointed Minister of the Interior, and he
occupied this position until December 28th, 2003. On December 7th,
2003, Mr. Gryzlov was re-elected deputy to the next State Duma, and on
December 29th, 2003, he became State Duma Chairman. At present,
Mr. Gryzlov is Head of the Unity Duma faction, Chairman of the Russo-
Belorussian Parliamentary Assembly, Chairman of the Euro-Asian
Economic Cooperation Parliamentary Assembly, and a permanent mem-
ber of the RF Security Council. He has a degree in political science and
has been decorated by the state.

Alexander GUTCHKQOV
State Duma Chairman
(March 1910 — March 1911)

Alexander Gutchkov was born into a rich merchant's family in
Moscow on October 14th, 1862. He spent five years (1881-1886)
attending the Moscow University's Department of History and Philology.
In 1888 Mr. Gutchkov was elected honorary arbitrator in Moscow. In
1892—-1893 he was a staff member of the Nizhny Novgorod governor's
administration, working to reduce the harm caused by drought and
famine in the Lukoyanovsky District. In 1983 Gutchkov was elected
deputy to the Moscow Municipal Council, and later he was appointed
Assistant to the Moscow Mayor. In 1897 he was elected deputy to the
Moscow City Duma. In 1900 Mr. Gutchkov took a journey to South Africa,
where he joined the Boer army as a volunteer and fought in the Anglo-
Boer war. As the Russo-Japanese War broke out in 1904, Gutchkov
became Assistant to Commissioner-in-Chief of the Red Cross in the
Russian Army at the front. Later he was promoted to Commissioner-in-
Chief. Between 1902 and 1908 Mr. Gutchkov worked as CEO of the
Moscow Discount Bank, then member of the Boards of the St.
Petersburg Loan and Discount Banks, the Rossia insurance company,
and of the Novoe Vremya Partnership. In May 1907, Gutchkov became
a member of the State Council, and in the fall of that year he was elect-
ed deputy to the Third State Duma and joined the leadership of the
October 17th faction.

From March 1910 to March 1911 he was the Chairman of the Third
State Duma.In 1914 Mr. Gutchkov went to the front of World War One as
a representative of the Russian Red Cross Society. In 1915 Gutchkov
was elected Chairman of the Central Committee for Defense Industries,
and shortly after that he entered the State Council as a representative of
the Chamber of Industry and Commerce. On February 28th, 1917, he
was elected member of the Military Commission in the Fourth State
Duma's Provisional Committee, and later he was promoted to Head of
the commission. From March to May 1917 Mr. Gutchkov served as
Defense and Navy Minister if the Provisional Government. In the sum-
mer of 1917 he returned to his activities in the Central Committee for
Defense Industries. During the Civil War, between 1918 and 1917,
Gutchkov participated actively in promoting the White Guard movement
in Russia's southern provinces. In 1919 he was obliged to flee the coun-
try. He died in Paris in 1936.

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Nikolai KHOMYAKOQV
State Duma Chairman
(November 1907 — March 1910)

Nikolai Khomyakov was born in Moscow on January 19th, 1850. He
was a hereditary nobleman, son of Alexei Khomyakov — a prominent
philosopher, founder of the Slavophile doctrine. Nikolai Khomyakov
attended the Moscow University's Law School in 1896-1874. In 1877 he
was elected honorary arbitrator of the Sytchevsky District of the
Smolensk Province. During the Russo-Turkish War of 1877 Khomyakov
went to the Caucasus front as part of the medical unit formed by the
Moscow nobility. At the time, he was a representative of the Russian Red
Cross Society. Having returned from the war in 1880, he became
Marshal of the Nobility in the Sytchevsky District, Smolensk Province.
In 1886—-1896 he was Marshal of the Nobility of the entire Smolensk
Province. In 1896 Mr. Khomyakov was appointed head of a department
in the Russian Ministry of Agriculture. After his resignation in 1902
he was once again elected Marshal of the district nobility in the
Smolensk Province. With the beginning of the Russo-Japanese War in
1904 he became Commissioner-in-Chief of the Red Cross from the
Russian nobility.

In 1906-1907 Mr. Khomyakov represented the Smolensk Province
nobility in the State Council. In 1907 he was elected deputy to the
Second State Duma, where he headed the October 17th faction. He was
reelected to the Third State Duma and presided as its Chairman from
November 1907 to March 1910. In 1912 he was elected deputy to the
Fourth State Duma. After the start of World War One in 1914
Mr. Khomyakov headed a Red Cross mission in Russia's Eighth Army.
Between 1917 and 1920 Khomyakov was Commissioner-in-Chief of
the Red Cross at the White Guard's Southern front and member of the
Russian Red Cross Society's Provisional Board. In November 1920
he had to emigrate. In 1920-1925 Mr. Khomyakov was Chairman of the
Russian Red Cross in exile, living in Croatia. He died on June 28th,
1925, in the city of Dubrovnik, Croatia.

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Sergei MUROMTSEV
State Duma Chairman
(April = July 1906)

Sergei Muromtsev was born in St. Petersburg on September 23rd,
1850. He originated from an ancient noble family. In 1867 Muromtsev
entered the Moscow University's Law School. In 1973 he went over to
Germany for post-graduate studies at the Goettingen University. In 1975
he upheld his master's thesis and assumed the position of a senior lec-
turer at the Moscow University. In 1977 Mr. Muromtsev defended his
Ph.D. thesis and became Russia's youngest professor of law. Between
1879 and 1892 Muromtsev headed the Legal Bulletin magazine as edi-
tor-in-chief. In 1880-1899 he was Chairman of the Moscow Legal
Society. In 1884 Mr. Muromtsev and several other professors were dis-
missed from the Moscow University and labeled “politically unreliable” for
spreading liberal ideas. After that Muromtsev took to legal practice and
became a lawyer. In 1897 he was elected deputy to the Moscow City
Duma. Later he participated in several municipal and zemstvo (local self-
government) congresses. In 1903 Mr. Muromtsev joined the Zemstvo
Constitutionalist Union, and in 1905 he entered the leadership of the
Constitutional Democrats' Party. In March 1906 he was elected deputy to
the First State Duma.

In April — July 1906 he was Chairman of the First State Duma. In 1907
Muromtsev was sentenced to a three-month imprisonment for signing
the Vyborg Proclamation. Later Mr. Muromtsev was reinstalled as a pro-
fessor of law at the Moscow University. He died in Moscow on October
4th, 1910.

lvan RYBKIN
State Duma Chairman
(January 1994 — December 1995)

Ivan Rybkin was born on October 20th, 1946, in the Semigorovka vil-
lage, Ternov District of the Voronezh Region. Mr. Rybkin graduated the
Volgograd Institute of Agriculture (VIA) in 1968 and spent one year work-
ing as an engineer at a sovkhoz (a state-owned farm). In 1969 he was
drafted to the Soviet Army and served for two years. Having returned
from the Army in 1970 he took up post-graduate studies at VIA, which he
completed in 1974. In 1974-1987 Mr. Rybkin worked at VIA. Being
a member of the CPSU (Communist Party of the Soviet Union), Ivan
Rybkin became Secretary of the CPSU Committee at VIA in 1983.
In 1987-1991 Rybkin was First Secretary of a CPSU district committee
in Volgograd, then Second Secretary of the Volgograd Regional CPSU
Committee. In 1991 he graduated the CPSU Central Committee's
Academy of Social Sciences, and in 1993 — the Russian Foreign
Ministry's Diplomatic Academy. In April 1990 Mr. Rybkin was elected to
the Volgograd Regional Council of People's Deputies, and later — to the
Russian Federation's Congress of People's Deputies (a late-Soviet pre-
cursor of the modern Russian parliament). At the 7th Congress of RF
People's Deputies he was promoted to the RF Supreme Council.
On December 12th, 1993, Mr. Rybkin was elected deputy to the State
Duma as a member of the Russian Agrarian Party.

Between January 1994 and December 1995 he was Chairman of the
State Duma. In December 1995 Mr. Rybkin was reelected to the State
Duma. On October 19th, 1996, he gave up his delegacy, having been
appointed Secretary of the RF Security Council and Presidential
Plenipotentiary to the Chechen Republic. In March 1998 Rybkin was
appointed Deputy Prime Minister of the Russian Federation, and in
1998-2000 he served as Presidential Plenipotentiary to CIS member-
states. Mr. Rybkin has a degree in technical sciences, and a Ph.D.
in political sciences.

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Mikhail RODZYANKO
State Duma Chairman
(April 1911 — June 1912,
November 1912 — October 1917)

Mikhail Rodzyanko was born on March 31st, 1859, in a prosperous
landowner family in Popasnoe estate, Novomoskovsky District,
Ekaterinoslav Province. Having graduated the Page Corps in 1877,
Mikhail Rodzyanko served in the Cavalier Guards. In 1882 he was trans-
ferred to the reserve as First Lieutenant. In 1883 Mr. Rodzyanko became
honorary arbitrator, and in 1886 — Marshal of the Nobility in the
Novomoskovsky District of the Ekaterinoslav Province. In 1892 he was
titted Kammerjunker, and in 1899 — Kammerherr (Chamberlain). In 1900
Mr. Rodzyanko was elected Chairman of the Zemstvo Council of the
Ekaterinoslav Province. In 1906—-1907 he was a member of the State
Council, and in 1907-1917 — deputy to the Third and Fourth State
Dumas and one of the leaders of the October 17th faction. Between April
1911 and June 1912 Mr. Rodzyanko was Chairman of the Third State
Duma, and from November 1912 to October 1917 he presided in the
Fourth State Duma.

In 1917-1920 Mr. Rodzyanko worked in the Red Cross Society and
the White Cross Society (the latter was a charity organization providing
help to the families of soldiers and officers of the White Guard's
Volunteer Army that fought in the south of Russia). In 1920
Mr. Rodzyanko emigrated to Serbia. He died in a Serbian village of
Beodra on January 24th, 1924,

State Duma Chairman
(January 1996 — December 1999,
January 2000 — December 2003)

Gennady Seleznyov was born on November 6th, 1947, in the town of
Serov, Sverdlovsk Region. He graduated a technical school and worked
at an industrial enterprise in Serov, then served in the Soviet Army.
In 1968—-1974 Seleznyov worked in the Leningrad regional Komsomol*
unit. In 1974 he graduated the Leningrad State University's Department
of Journalism. In 1974—-1980 he worked as assistant editor, then editor-
in-chief, of the Smena newspaper in Leningrad. In 1980 Mr. Seleznyov
became First Deputy Head of the Komsomol Central Committee's
Propaganda Department. In 1981-1988 he was editor-in-chief of the
Komsomolskaya Pravda newspaper. In 1998—-1991 he worked as editor-
in-chief of the Teachers' Newspaper. In 1991-1993 he was assistant edi-
tor, then editor-in-chief of the Pravda newspaper. In December 1993
Mr. Seleznyov was elected deputy to the State Duma as member of the
RF Communist Party (CPRF). Between January 1995 and January 1995
he worked as Deputy Chairman of the State Duma's Committee for
Communications and Information Policies. In January — December 1995
he was appointed Deputy Chairman of the State Duma. In December
1995 Mr. Seleznyov was reelected to the State Duma as member of the
CPRF candidate roll.

From January 17th, 1996, to December 1999 he presided as State
Duma Chairman. In December 1999 he was reelected to the State Duma
for the third time. From January 18th, 2000, to December 2003
Mr. Seleznyov was Chairman of the State Duma. In December 2003 he
was reelected to the present-day State Duma.
